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The Unprecedented 2022 Taiwan
Lantern Festival in Kaohsiung

After two decades, Kaohsiung is
again hosting Taiwan's Lantern
Festival and is certainly the largest to
date. This year, the lanterns are on
exhibition at Love River Bay and
Weiwuying. The festival features
advanced lighting and technological
wonder.

Lantern Festival Highlights

Taiwan's 2022 Lantern Festival utilizes

5G Smart Technology to present a digital
lighting extravaganza and provide visitors
with an extraordinary experience that has
never been seen before at Taiwan's
lantern festivals.

The Love River Bay Lantern Zone
features advanced LED lighting




technology that transforms the Love
River into a feature lantern. The
"luminous environment" transforms the
waterfront into a beautiful light aesthetic,
with Jianguo Bridge, Cisian Bridge, and
Light Rail Bridge along the Love River to
the Kaohsiung Music Center lit up with
multiple lantern exhibits. The bridges and
waterfront feature 12,000 LED lights and
128,000 lighting configurations, which
bring to life a 7-kilometer charming and
romantic light show, designed to appear
as an infinite flowing galaxy.

The National
Kaohsiung Center
for the Arts
(Weiwuying)
features more
than 130 art
installations and
75 illuminated
presentations based on a land art
concept and integrates colorful bright and
dark lights, illuminating the entire
surrounding park. "Fantasy Lake"
employs a multilayered light show, which
creates the appearance of a forest
reflection on the lake. The lighting makes
visitors feel they are in a time tunnel with
seasonal changes that happen before
their eyes. Australian artist James
Tapscott created the "Arc Zero Eclipse:
Lunar Eclipse" for the "Arc Zero" series,
using water reflection to create a
symmetrical ring of mist that appears to
glow like fire. The symbolic eclipse
hovers in the air, illustrating the
harmonious coexistence between nature
and humans. The lanterns and artistic
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installations will remain at Weiwuying,
even after the lantern festival has
officially ended.

The city government also invited
famous movie and television art
directors, Syu Ying-guang, Cai Pei-ling,
Ke Cing-mei, and Liao Yin-ciao, to tell
stories and integrate Weiwuying
Metropolitan Park's lights with the forest
shadows. Visitors feel they are stepping
into a fantasy world, which combines four
different film styles and narratives.

Kaohsiung's dazzling 2022 Taiwan
Lantern Festival presents incredible light
arts in various forms. Deputy Mayor Shih
Jhe feels it embodies the city's cultural
vision and imagination, enriches spirits,
and accumulates cultural possessions.



The Hero Behind the Scenes: Art
Director Syu Ying-guang

The 2022 Taiwan Lantern Festival in
Kaohsiung invited Mr. Syu Ying-
guang, a veteran art director and Golden
Bell award-winner, to create a work of art
at Weiwuying Metropolitan Park. His
luminal movie scene-like work uses light
and shadow to tell stories, drawing the
audience into a dazzling fantasy.

With more than 30 years devoted to
the film and television fields, Mr. Syu’s

set-dressing techniques have won many
plaudits. Among the projects he has
worked on are A Touch of Green and
Sequalu: Formosa 1867. In each, he has
made actors’ performances more
convincing and vivid, while giving
audiences an immersive experience.
Sequalu: Formosa 1867 has been
much discussed since its debut. Mr. Syu
and the crew spent a year and a half




conducting artistic and textual research
on the primitive settlements of Longkiauw
during the Cing Dynasty. They built
nearly a hundred houses to recreate the
appearance of that era’s indigenous
communities. Sequalu: Formosa 1867
director Mr. Tsao Jui-yuan has said: “The
costumes, props, and scenes of a play
must grasp the atmosphere of the times,
otherwise it makes the
scene look fake.”

Mr. Syu explains
that everything that
appears on the
screen, whether it is
food or clothing, falls
within the
responsibilities of the
art director. “Art isn’t
only about color
matching and coordination. It needs to be
natural and realistic. In addition, it must
bring imagination to the viewers while at
the same time keeping their focus on the
plot,” he adds.

Mr. Syu’s illuminated lantern work for
the 2022 Taiwan Lantern Festival is titled
“Kaohsiung Imagery.” When doing his
military service in Kaohsiung, he was
especially impressed by the city’s
maritime scenery. As the art designer of
the TV series A Touch of Green, he

worked within a military dependents'
village in Kaohsiung’s Gangshan District
and nearby Japanese-style houses. He
also reconstructed the appearance of a
military dependents' village at Ciaotou
Sugar Refinery in Kaohsiung. He has
integrated these Kaohsiung images into
his contribution to the Lantern Festival.

Those viewing “Kaohsiung Imagery”
will see, in the space
of two photo studios,
familiar Kaohsiung
sights such as fishing
boats, parks, and
oceans. Through the
projection of light and
shadow, the glistening
waves in the harbor
sparkle, radiating
romance and fantasy.
Visitors can also take pictures with the
photo frame at the scene to create a
sense of nostalgia.

Mr. Syu says that: “The glow of light at
night will give you a feeling of happiness.
| hope that through this Lantern Festival,
everyone will feel the warmth of
Kaohsiung and a sense of belonging.
We’re bringing the public an immersive
light and shadow experience at
Weiwuying Lantern Zone!”
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Weiwuying - From Military Compound

to Cultural Center

eiwuying is one of Kaohsiung's

two 2022 Taiwan Lantern Festival
main venues. National Kaohsiung Center
for the Arts (Weiwuying) was opened in
October 2018, and since then, it has
undergone an amazing transformation,
from its original 47-hectare military
compound to an amazing modern
architectural masterpiece. Today, it is a
popular landmark, where locals come to
enjoy performances and stroll around its
surrounding Metropolitan Park. National
Kaohsiung Center for the Arts

(Weiwuying) sits on a 9.9-hectare lot and
occupies a floor area of 3.3-hectares.

20 years ago, the military complex was
isolated from the surrounding city by a
towering stone wall. After the Second
World War, Weiwuying became a training
center for new recruits. It was
decommissioned at the end of the Cold
War, and in 1992, the "Green Revolution
Movement" was launched, and the
complex began to be transformed. At
first, the city considered several options
for the reconstruction project that




included a public
housing project, a
university, and an eco-
friendly metropolitan
park. It was finally
decided that it would
become southern
Taiwan's first
international performing arts venue
surrounded by lush greenery.

Weiwuying was designed by Francine
Houben, who was inspired by the beauty
of the local banyan trees. The architect
noticed the locals enjoyed participating in
numerous activities around the old trees
and thus made the banyan the central
focus. She envisioned a square
performance area where people could
enter from all sides. She hoped to design
a place where people could roam freely,
enjoy various performances and shorten
the gap between art and life.

Even now, Weiwuying is still
undergoing transformation. The historical
three-building military complex is
currently being turned into performance
spaces for indoor creations, a theater, an
exhibition space, a dance studio, etc.
Spring Wind Art Theatre and Taipei

National University of
the Arts will be using
these spaces for
various small theater
performances,
interactive art camps,
etc. The city hopes that
other groups will also
bring their creative energies and that
Weiwuying will continue to find new
purposes.

After 20 years, Weiwuying has been
repurposed and reconstructed.
Kaohsiung citizens can now enjoy a
beautiful art venue that is nestled in lush
greenery on a historical site. This year, it
is the first time that lanterns have been
integrated into the surrounding
environment. This also parallels
Weiwuying's historical roots that have
merged into the modern architecture.
This year's lantern festival also embodies
the fusion of tradition and modernity, with
its state-of-the-art lighting aesthetics
mixed with traditional lanterns.
Weiwuying is a tremendous place to visit
and enjoy its art ambience, along with
modern performances and cultural
events.



Rise Early to Enjoy Clay Oven-Baked

shaobing (savory rolls baked in
clay ovens) and Chinese crullers
(fried bread sticks known in Mandarin
as youtiao). These exquisite items lure
both locals and out-of-towners to get up
early to enjoy delicious breakfast.

Customers have grown addicted to
the numbing spiciness, intense
fragrance, and tender crispiness
that are stacked upon other
flavors. In addition, the shop sells
fresh meat buns, radish pastries,
sesame cakes, salty soy milk, and
other delicacies.

Community in Kaohsiung's
Zuoying District, offers a
dazzling array of handmade
pastries. Every day, from early

Originally located in Zihjhu New Village
in Zuoying District, this shop was
relocated when the military dependents'
community was demolished. Owner Mr.
Wang noticed that many people led
hectic lives and thus were unable to
enjoy decent breakfast; his mother began
using various side dishes as fillings for

clay oven rolls, bringing into existence
\ the delicious Club Pocket Shaobing.

The skin is crispy, and it is stuffed

with slices of freshly grilled fish
paste, poached eggs, dried tofu,
pickled cucumbers, bamboo shoots,

and pickled mustard green. Together, this
creates a refreshing multilayered taste
sensation. Among the shop's regular
customers are people who have been

moved to other countries insist on
“tasting” this nostalgia every time they
return to Taiwan.

'No Name' Shaobing Shop in Fongshan

Some people are inspired to rise early
from their beds just to taste the
delectable shaobing sold by a nameless
shop diagonally opposite Fongshan Train
Station. Even before dawn, there is a
queue of people in front of this shop
without a signboard, now operated by its
third-generation

Every morning,
the aroma of golden-
brown long clay oven rolls
permeates the air, whetting the appetites
of those who have just woken up.

The crispy-skinned rolls are stuffed
with crullers and soft scallion eggs. The
more you chew, the more fragrant they
become. You can also warm up with a
cup of charcoal-flavored soy milk to pair
with the clay oven rolls. The shop's pork
pie is also highly recommended, being a
finger-licking combination of crusty pie,
chopped green onions, and salty pork.

Winter is the best time to visit
Liouguei District, particularly
Baolai, a village in the district that is
nestled in the lush green scenic
mountain region. Winter is the best time
of the year to come to enjoy Baolai's Hot
Springs, as it is a great way to stay warm
and get rid of everyday stress. The area
also boasts other natural attractions such
as Sinwei Forest Park and Maolin's
Purple Butterfly Valley. It is certainly a
haven for nature lovers, as much as it is
for city slickers that need to get away and
enjoy some relaxation from the daily
hustle and bustle.

The tributary of the Laonong River
runs through Baoli and is a great place to
take walks or go white-water rafting.
Wintertime is also a great time to enjoy
the Sakura flowers in full bloom. Visitors
can stroll along Baoli's many nature trails
and enjoy its seasonal flora and fauna.

Maolin National Scenic Area is also
about an hour away and is known for its
"Purple Butterfly Valley." This natural
wonder allows visitors to get a chance to
see butterflies up close. Throughout the
winter months, hundreds of thousands of
purple crow butterflies migrate to the
Maolin Valley and stay until the end of
February or beginning of March, when
they return to the north once again. The
best time of day to see them is before
noon when they are out in full force,
floating gracefully among the seasonal
flora and fauna.

Another place to
visit on the way to
Baolai is Sinwei
Forest Park, where
tall mahogany trees
line the roads. In the
winter, the leaves fall
from the trees,
creating a spectacular
and mysterious
landscape. There are
also 40 towering and
rugged hills that stand
alongside a unique
geological site known



as Eighteen Arhats Mountain. This has
formed over hundreds of years from rain
erosion, and at a distance, it resembles
the eighteen Arhats that are fabled to be
the area's guardians.

The town of Baolai offers a wide
variety of agricultural products that
include delicious Taiwanese mangoes
and Liouguei native mountain tea. Near
the entrance of the Southern Cross-
Island Highway is the Suai-A-Ka Culture
Sharing Space. The venue was set up to
promote local products including the
signature kiln-baked bread stuffed with
local fruits, etc. You can also savor
Liouguei’s native mountain tea; the tea
shines the color of amber and is rich in
flavor and fruity aroma, producing a

sweet and long-lasting aftertaste.

Baolai is surrounded by lush green
forests and unique flora and fauna and
winter is the best time to relax in its hot
springs. Come and enjoy its surrounding
natural environment and sample its local
products. On the way, you can see
thousands of butterflies and marvel at its
unique landscape such as Eighteen
Arhats Mountain. Everyone needs to find
some time to take a break from their
busy lives, and Baolai is a great place to
come during the wintertime.
